Bob Morrison Talks About KASOTC

KASOTC, the King Abdullah II
Special Operations Training Center
located in the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan, is considered by many to be not
only the best military training facility
in the MENA (Middle East and North
Africa) region but one of the best in
the world.

The personal vision of His Majesty King Abdullah II, himself a
former soldier whose military service even included a year as a
cavalry officer in the British Army, the KASOTC training complex
is housed in a massive disused stone quarry which allows for
extensive firing with live ammunition while monitored by hundreds
of cameras allowing comprehensive After Action Reviews.
Although there is sufficient space and accommodation to allow a full
infantry battalion with support elements to be trained, and indeed
rapid response forces from friendly nations have seized the unique
training opportunities offered here, the primary target audience is
national and international Tier One and Tier Two Special Forces and

Special Operations Forces units.

I first became aware of the plans for KASOTC in 2004 when visiting
SOFEX, the Special Operations Forces Exhibition, in Amman and

two years later was given a detailed briefing by the development
team who were aiming to have the site live by 9/2008. At that time
I was editing a defence and security magazine and travel expenses
were restricted by my publisher, so it would be the 6th Annual
Warrior Competition in 2014 before I was able to spend some
serious time at KASOTC; since then I have attended the 8th, 10th,
12th and now the 14t h editions of this superb SOF event and I

would not have missed a minute of any of them.

It is probably safe to say that a little bit of me fell in love with
Jordan and her ever-welcoming people on my very first visit, over
21 years ago, and if only my diary were less packed I would spend
time here every single year. The staff at KASOTC always go out of

their way to smooth my path whenever I visit their incredibly

well-appointed facility and I am invariably saddened when my

assignment is over and it is time to head back to the UK.

It is now 35 years since I visited my first purpose-built military
training facility, for the official opening of the then revolutionary
Copehill Down in England, and since then I have worked in many
'combat towns' across Europe and the United States, but without
shadow of a doubt in my opinion KASOTC is the best.
